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| have taught you in prior newsletters about the
importance of following God's plan for your life. |
shared with you how God has blessed Patty and me
as we have obeyed Him.

things of God.”

You must be led
by the Spirit of God!

You must be led by the Spirit
of God (Romans 8:14).

You must become familiar with how God leads
you. Recognizing His leading is easy if you spend
time with Him in prayer. Then, you must trust the
witness of the Spirit within your heart and do what
He has told you to do. Be quick to obey. Do not
harden your heart through disobedience.

Be diligent to protect your heart from the evil in
this world. Maintain a heart of love for God and
people. Keep your spirit free from the cares and

busyness of life. A pure and quiet heart is much
more sensitive to the leading of the Lord.

Once you know His will, you can further pray with
confidence. If you abide in Him and His words abide
in you, you can ask whatever you will and it shall
happen for you (John 15:7).

First John 5:14-15 boldly states, “And this is the
confidence that we have in him, that if we ask
anything according to his will, he heareth us. And if
we know that he hears us, whatsoever we ask, we
know that we have the petitions that we desired of
him.”

Prayer is receiving the mind of God and then
making petition according to His will. When you
pray in line with God’s Word and his revealed will for
you, you can confidently expect things to happen
accordingly.
